
extend to brokers hired by buyers of
commercial real estate. This lien only
attaches to the net proceeds so it does not
attach to real property involved in the sale.

Lien Amount:

The broker can lien the full amount of the
net proceeds if the agreed upon
commission equals or exceeds the net
proceeds. 

Required Disclosure by Broker:

The broker must disclose to the seller a
detailed explanation of the broker's lien
rights at or before the time that the broker
and seller execute the brokerage

Summary of Florida
Statue 475.700-475.719: 

Commercial Real Estate Sales
Commission Lien Act

The Governor recently signed the
Commercial Real Estate Sales
Commission Lien Act ("Sales Lien Act")
that gives commercial real estate brokers
the right to a lien against a commercial
real estate seller's net proceeds from a
sale in which the broker is owed a
commission. This lien right does not

agreement. Failure to make this disclosure
bars the broker from enforcing a lien
under the Sales Lien Act.

Commission Notice:

If a broker wishes to enforce a lien, the
broker must deliver a notarized
commission notice to the seller and the
closing agent at least one day before the
closing. Generally, failure to timely
deliver the notices bars the broker from
enforcing a lien under the Sales Lien Act.
While not required to enforce a lien,
recording of the commission notice
perfects a lien so that it takes priority,
relative to other claims against the net
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
